Whole school attendance dipped further below our target to 89.1% this week. Holidays will occur warnings and
£120 fine per parent per child. There were 684 minutes of missed learning this week due to poor punctuality
which needs to improve. Parents/carers need to make sure their children don’t fall behind because they are late.
Gates open at 8.40am and learning starts at 8.45am. 16 children from 9 families were late this week. Please
ensure your children do not miss out by being early. 10 unauthorised lates in the space of 10 weeks will result in
a fixed penalty notice. Please be on time. If your child has repeatedly been late, expect contact from school and
potentially a home visit from the Local Authority Attendance Team. If your child is missing school, they are
missing out on learning enrichment experiences and time with their friends which have a negative impact upon
their wellbeing.

The National Offer Day for Reception places is Tuesday 16th April. There is
no requirement to formally accept a place in a Knowsley school, it will be
assumed that your child will take the place in September. If you weren't
offered your top choice school, it's because other applicants had higher

priority under the school's specific oversubscription criteria.

For Knowsley schools, details of how places were allocated at
oversubscribed schools will be available on their website after national
offer day. If your child wasn't offered a place at their preferred Knowsley ROBY PARK
school, their name will automatically be added to the waiting list for that

school. If a place becomes available on a waiting list, the admissions team will contact you

directly by email. You can check your child's current position on any Knowsley school waiting

list by contacting the admissions team. Please keep in mind that waiting lists are dynamic,
and your child's position can change based on other applicants' actions and withdrawals.

A polite reminder that your child should be prepared for school and in the correct uniform
every day.
