Negotiate

What rules do we need to agree to when 
playing with….?

• To keep all role play items in good condition, they must be carefully 
folded and packed away,

• Ask to join others’ imaginative play – don’t ruin.
• Don’t throw the clothes around
• Don’t play tug of war /  rip with the clothes
• Don’t hide the clothes
• Be inclusive 



Tidying Away

• When ‘HAPPY’ plays, we all tidy away together. We have 4 
minutes to clear up!

• Everybody is responsible for tidying away all equipment 
whether you played with it or not.

• Reading books back in the Reading Shed and doors closed.
• All large loose parts back to their designated area.
• Scooters and bikes back to the fence lines.
• Role play items returned to the shed.
• Sandpit to be emptied of resources.
• Basketballs and footballs put back in bags inside the shed.

Tidying Away

store:

• Tuff trays and stands
• Small world trays with lids on
• Constructa den building trolley
• Sports equipment trolley – balls, parachutes and

• Dance equipment
